Present System:
Pres: replace the vowel.
Impf: take the infinitive and add m-s-t, mus-tis-nt
Perfect System:

Perf: 3rd pp + eri + m-s-t, mus-tis-nt

Plupf: 3rd pp + isse + m-s-t, mus-tis-nt

Uses of Subjunctives
MV (when subjunctive is main verb)

· Jussive – command or exhortation. (“Let us/me/him/them/it/her” most common)
Let the student either learn or leave – Discipulus discat aut discedat
Non-MV

· Purpose (ut or ne) – English often uses an infinitive in trans. To improve, in order that
       
 May or might can be used, but “to” often works best. “so that” too
Hox dicit ut eos iuvet – He says this to help them/ in order to help them, so that he might help them. 
***simply remember to think purpose***

· Result (ut or ne) – Normally translated as indicative – think outcome or why.
He did such great things that he saved the city 

Tanta fecit ut urbem servaret. 



Purpose would be: Haec fecit ut urbem servaret, he did these things that he might save the city. 
· Indir. Q. – introduced by quis/quid, qui/quae/quod, quam, quando, cur, ubi, unde, 
                        uter…an.
